Ahab's wife, Jezebel, said that she would get the
vineyard for Ahab. She had elders and nobles
falsely accuse Naboth of cursing God.

- Naboth was found guilty and stoned to death. King
Ahab heard that Naboth was dead and took the
vineyard. -

- These actions angered
God. God sent the prophet
Elijah to speak to Ahab to
say that God would judge
him and his family for what |
he had done.
